• educating everyone involved in our organisation about what it means to be a child safe 

organisation, so that we can prevent, detect and effectively respond to child abuse 

• making sure everyone involved in our organisation knows how to appropriately respond to 

complaints, allegations, disclosures and breaches to our Child Safe Code of Conduct  

• welcoming feedback to continuously improve our child safe policies, procedures and practices 

• making sure that when family and community members interact with our organisation, they are 

aware that child safety is everyone’s responsibility, and their behaviour aligns with our child 

safe practices.
