Artist Submission Guidelines
· The Gippsland Sculpture Exhibition is located in the township of Yinnar, in Gippsland, Victoria.
· Interior sculptures will be displayed in ARC Yinnar gallery, located at 18 – 23 Main Street, Yinnar.
· Exterior sculptures will be displayed at various locations in and around Main Street, Yinnar.
Sculpture Guidelines - Exterior
Exterior Sculpture Designs And Site Requirements
Sculptors need to bear in mind that this is a public art exhibition that can be expected to be attended by a broad section of the community, not just art lovers. Despite little, if any, interference in past exhibitions, it can reasonably be expected that sculptures may risk being subjected to handling and touched by members of the public
Further, the site is exposed and may be subject to high winds.  Sculptural works will therefore need to be of strong construction and, most importantly, not present a risk to public safety.  As such, sharp edges and protrusion points and unstable constructions should be avoided.  Any glass will need to be zone toughened.
The Management Committee reserves the right to reject any sculptures it believes will present an unacceptable level of risk to public safety.  Works that are deemed to present significant risk will not be accepted.
Site selection will be determined by the Management Committee. 
Exterior Installation & De-Installation
Installation will take place from 8am, Thursday May 28, 2026, with all sculptures to be in position by 2pm Friday May 29, 2026. Delivery prior to this date may be arranged by contacting the Exterior Curator at info@gippslandsculptureexhibition.com.  
Interior De-installation will take place from (and not before) 4pm, Sunday April 18 until 4pm, April 21, 2027.
Exterior De-installation can occur from 4pm, Sunday April 18 2027 subject to arrangement with GSE’s External Curator.
Exhibiting artists will be responsible for the installation and de-installation of their sculptures. A small team of volunteers will be available , by arrangement, to provide assistance
Sculpture Guidelines - Interior
Installation & De-Installation
Indoor sculptures can be delivered between Monday March 1 and Thursday March 4, 2027
Delivery prior to this date may be arranged by contacting the Interior Curator at info@gippslandsculptureexhibition.com.  Works which have not arrived by this time may not be accepted.  De-installation will take place from (and not before) 4pm, Sunday April 18 2027 
Any sculptures not collected by 4pm, Wednesday April 21, 2027, will be removed, unless prior arrangements have been made to the contrary.
Delivery address details will be confirmed after the application close date.
TERMS & CONDITIONS, IMPORTANT INFORMATION AND ARTIST SUBMISSION
Liability
The Management Committee reserves the right to move or remove sculptures for any reason, including, but not limited to, public safety concerns. By agreeing to the conditions of entry, the artist authorises the handling of their sculpture by the Management Committee’s volunteer workers and accepts full liability for any damage that may result. 
Insurance
All risk during the exhibition remains with the artists at all times and there is no insurance cover for damage to or theft of any items. Artists are responsible for their own insurance cover if insurance is required. While we will endeavour to take good care of all the artworks on display, we will not be held responsible for any damage or theft of any items.
Health and Safety
Victorian legislation requires that risks to the health safety and wellbeing of people are managed.
If a sculpture requires safe materials handling because of its weight or bulkiness, where a forklift or cane, or other technical means of installing large sculptures is required, artists will be responsible for ensuring their piece is delivered to site complete with slings attached or lifting point etc to enable safe lifting for installation and removal by a person(s) arranged by GSE. 
Artists will be required to assist with installation & removal (unless otherwise negotiated with the GSE Management Committee) and wear appropriate Hi-Viz PPE when on site.
Sales
All works must be for sale and artists will price their work.  The total of any agreed sale price will be payable, in the first instance, to the Management Committee as the artist’s selling agent.  The Management Committee will charge a 33% commission on all sales.  If there is a sale or a commission within three months as a direct result of the “Gippsland Sculpture Exhibition”, the same 33% will apply. 
Transport
All exhibiting artists will be responsible for the transport of their sculptures to and from the exhibition
Reproduction Of Images
Gippsland Sculpture Exhibition has the right to reproduce images of the sculpture to be exhibited, provided by the artist for pre-selection; and any images of the work in the exhibition, for the exhibition catalogue, publicity, advertising, website, documentary, promotional video, exhibition or archival purposes in any manner connected with the exhibition or its sponsors.
